VA Grant: CCA Grant (Closing Cost Assistance Grant)
💰 What Is the CCA Grant?
· A true grant providing up to 2% of the home’s purchase price toward closing costs—no repayment required
· It covers eligible expenses such as closing costs, discount points, prepaid items, and upfront VA or USDA guarantee/funding fees
🏡 Who Qualifies for CCA?
1. Loan Type
· Must use a Virginia Housing Rural Housing Service (RHS) or VA loan (bond)
· Ineligible with FHA, Conventional, or refinance loans

2. Homebuyer Status
· Typically for first-time buyers (no home ownership in past 3 years), unless the property is in an Area of Economic Opportunity (EOA), which waives this requirement 

3. Income & Sales Price Limits
· Your total household income must stay within VHDA’s published income limits (same as Down Payment Assistance programs)
· The property must also meet standard sales price or loan limits

📊 2024 Income & Sales Price / Loan Limits
Effective August 1, 2024, Virginia Housing set the following limits (income = household total):
Standard Bond Programs (FirstTime Buyers in Most Areas)
· Northern Virginia (e.g., Fairfax, Loudoun):
· Income max: $141k (2 or fewer) / $164k (3+)
· Sale/loan cap: $750k
🧾 Key Takeaways: Income Eligibility for CCA
· Household income must be at or below the VHDA bond program limits for your region.
· Example in Loudoun/Fairfax area (Northern VA): up to $141k for a household of 2, $164k for 3+
