The Maryland Homefront program

The Maryland Homefront program is a specialized initiative under the Maryland Mortgage Program (MMP), designed to assist veterans and active-duty military personnel in purchasing homes within Maryland. This program offers unique benefits, including reduced interest rates and down payment assistance, to honor the service of military families. 

🏠 Program Highlights
· Interest Rate Reduction: Eligible borrowers receive a 0.25% (25 basis points) reduction on the standard MMP interest rates for government, conventional 95%, and conventional 97% insured mortgage products. 
· Down Payment Assistance: Participants can access up to $5,000 in down payment assistance through the MMP's Down Payment Assistance Program. Additionally, funds from the Partner Match Program may be available, depending on the specific loan product. 
· Homebuyer Education: Completion of an approved homebuyer education course is required for all borrowers to ensure they are well-prepared for homeownership responsibilities. 
· First-Time Homebuyer Exemption: Veterans are granted a one-time exemption from the first-time homebuyer requirement, allowing them to purchase a home anywhere in Maryland, regardless of previous homeownership. 
· Program Availability: The Maryland Homefront program is available for purchases only and is not applicable to refinancing existing mortgages. 

🧾 Eligibility Criteria
To qualify for the Maryland Homefront program, applicants must:
· Military Status: Be an honorably discharged veteran or active-duty military personnel. 
· Homebuyer Status: Meet the MMP's standard eligibility requirements, including income limits, credit score thresholds, and homebuyer education completion. 
· Property Use: The purchased property must be used as the borrower's primary residence.
· Documentation: Provide necessary documentation, such as a DD-214 form for veterans or a Leave & Earnings Statement and Confirmation of Active Duty Status for active-duty military personnel. 






📍 How to Apply
1. Find an Approved Lender: Contact a Maryland Mortgage Program-approved lender to discuss eligibility and loan options. 
2. Gather Documentation: Prepare required documents, including proof of military service and income verification.
3. Complete Homebuyer Education: Enroll in and complete an approved homebuyer education course 
4. Submit Application: Work with your lender to submit your application for the Maryland Homefront program.
5. Loan Processing and Approval: Upon approval, proceed with the home purchase process.
